Barn News:

There are several small changes that are occurring at the barn that will make a positive difference for all that use the facility to house their projects.
1. Each student will have a stall check off sheet that must be completed each time that they are at the barn to take care of their project(s).

**Reasoning for this change is that I have received no less than fifty different messages since the beginning of October about concerns that animals are not being fed or cared for on a daily basis.

2. Exterior lighting upgrade around the barns.

**Reasoning is to increase visibility for all who use the barn. As well as for general security at the barn for the random police patrols by precinct seven that occur throughout the night 

3. Student identification cards for the barn. 

**Reasoning is that when precinct seven or HISD officer comes to the barn they have no idea as to who does or does not belong at the barn. This way if you are at the barn and they stop by and ask you will be able to provide proof that you actually have a reason to be at the barn. These cards will be handed out after the Thanksgiving Break.
Reminder:

Keep all gates locked and secured not only at the front gate but to all the barns as well. 

**Reasoning is that in the past there have been wild dog/coyote attacks on various student projects which resulted in the death. Also, this year alone we had three different incidences where individuals have come into the farm without permission. One occurred while a female student was at the barn by herself. So please make sure that you make sure that all doors/gates are lock and secured while you are at the barn.
